angels were not enough to stagger the mind, there 
is a further and more humbling truth: through the 
mystery of divine providence, every human being 
who has ever lived has received one of these titans 
of creation for their personal guidance and protec-
tion.  “The first choice that your guardian angel 
made was to love you.” So says Father Chad Rip-
perger, exorcist and expert on angels and demons. 
Those angels assigned to our protection had to ac-
cept this commission. It was surrounding this 
choice that they retained their designated place be-
fore the throne of God, or fell into perdition 
through a refusal to serve. Your guardian angel in 
fact loves God through you, making this a mission 
of utmost importance. “On his side,” Fr. Ripperger 
continues, “there’s only love, and only a desire for 
your salvation, a desire for your intellectual and 
spiritual well-being.” 

~IT’S A TWO-WAY STREET~ 
The closeness between us and our guardian angels 
is a two-way street. We can invoke them. We can 
build a relationship with them. We can communi-
cate with them – and at times, they with us. Our 
guardian angels seek always to be our sure guide 
and protection, so the impetus is on us to accept 
and nourish the connection. Fr. Ripperger instructs 
us:  “How much involvement your guardian angel 
has in your life – aside from what God allows – is 
directly proportionate…to how involved you get 
him in your life. If your complaint is that your 
guardian angel isn’t helping you very much, just 
go stand in the mirror to look for the cause. Be-
cause the fact is that if you’re praying to him more, 
he would be able to communicate with you more, 
you would be empowering him more by asking 
him to help you, asking him to give you this en-
lighten…this understanding, you’d empower him 
to actually help you more. If you never pay any 
attention to him, he’s just not going to be able to 
help you very much.” 
 

~MAKE A COMMITMENT~ 
On this feast of the Guardian Angels, it would be-
hoove all of us to make a commitment to build a 
real relationship with the angel assigned to our 
care, and to daily strengthen it. This requires more 
than a simple recitation of the “Angel of God”

the Guardian Angels.  I like to share information 
about the angels every chance I get because our 
media, which has a sort of pagan/new age mindset 
when it comes to angels, always turns these mag-
nificent beings into sentimental cartoon characters. 
Thus, our first selection today will give you insight 
into who and what your Guardian Angel is.  Sec-
ondly, this Friday, October 7th, we celebrate the 
Feast of the Holy Rosary.  There was a recent article 
in the Atlantic Magazine accusing Catholics of 
weaponizing the Rosary as a sort of “right-wing, 
extremist” tactic.  St. Padre Pio once said,  “Love 
the Madonna and pray the rosary, for her rosary is 
the weapon against the evils of the world today.”  
Leave it to the media to turn Padre Pio into a “right
-wing extremist”!  Finally, October is also Respect 
Life month, so we will take a look at the horrors of 
abortion and how the early church also condemned it.

To hinder a birth is merely a 
speedier man-killing; nor does it matter whether you take 
away a life that is born, or destroy one that is coming to 
birth.
