CHRIST THE KING

~FROM THE PASTOR~
This Sunday, we celebrate a great Feast Day: the
Feast of Christ the King. Now, more than ever, we
need to put Jesus first in society and in our person-
al lives. I hope the following articles will inspire us
all to do just that.

KING OF OUR MINDS & HEARTS

~FIRST IN OUR LIVES~

“Who or what comes first in your life? Our celebra-
tion of Jesus Christ as King today means that we
place Jesus first in our lives at all times. On this last
Sunday of this liturgical year before Advent begins
next Sunday, we celebrate publicly that Jesus is first
in our lives. We could say today is really a celebra-
tion of the first commandment, “I am the Lord your
God. You shall not have strange gods before me.” In
the Gospel (John 18:33-37) Jesus shows us one way
to put him first. He says, “...all who are on the side
of truth listen to my voice.” (John 18:37) So putting
Jesus first means listening to his voice of truth and
then living by his truth. In everything we think and
do and say let us listen to the voice of Jesus. We
begin making Jesus King of our lives by firstly mak-
ing Jesus King of our minds and then King of our
actions.”

~KING OF OUR MINDS~
“We make Jesus King of our minds by blocking out
thoughts or images from our minds that are not of
Jesus and then filling our minds with what would
please Jesus. Much of what is on radio and TV and
the internet is not of Jesus. Making Jesus King of
your mind means choosing wisely what you allow
into your mind from radio, TV, and the internet be-
cause sometimes unfortunately it is possible to hear
the voice of Satan on radio, TV or internet. Listen to
the voice of Jesus by turning off the voice of Satan
on the TV and spending time in silence or enjoying
other people’s company without the distraction of
TV. Paul wrote in 2 Cor 10:5, “we demolish every
presumptuous notion against the knowledge of
God, and we bring every thought into captivity or
obedience to Christ.” That describes very well what
it means to make Jesus King of our minds, “we de-
molish every presumptuous notion against the
knowledge of God, and we bring every thought into

captivity or obedience to Christ.” Instead of filling
your mind with the voice of Satan on TV, radio, or
internet, fill your mind with the voice of Jesus.”
“When we fill our minds with the voice of Jesus in-
stead of the voice of Satan it will have an effect in
our lives. You will be a much happier person. When
people visit your home they will see whose voice is
influencing you. Sacred pictures on the walls of our
homes remind us to listen to the voice of Jesus we
make him King of our lives. “When we make Jesus
King of our minds it is much easier to also make Jesus
King of our actions. We make Jesus King of our actions
when we have to make a decision and we choose to do
what would be pleasing to Jesus. Sometimes when we
are making a decision we have different options and
making Jesus our King means choosing to do what
most pleases Jesus. Sometimes we have these differ-
ent options because there is a difference between the
laws of the land and the laws of God. Even if the
State legalizes something it does not mean that it is
in accordance with the will of God. A State may be
forced to make something immoral legal because of
pressure from certain groups or court rulings. Even
when the State gives us the freedom to do some-
thing we still need to ask ourselves, “Is this the right
thing to do?” When laws concerning public morality
are introduced we need to ask, “Did the lawmakers
listen to the voice of Jesus or to some other voice?”
Jesus says, “...all who are on the side of truth listen
to my voice.” Laws permitting abortion, euthanasia
... are laws not listening to the voice of Jesus . Our
celebration today is a joyful celebration because Je-
sus is not like kings of earthly kingdoms who may
be remote from their people. Jesus is close to us, he
walks by our side, he lifts us up when we need help,
he gave his life for us. Our celebration of Jesus
Christ as King today means that we place Jesus first
in our lives at all times. We put Jesus first in our
lives and make him King of our lives, firstly in our
minds and then in our actions. We make Jesus King
of our minds by blocking out voices that are contra-
ry to Jesus and filling our minds with what would
please Jesus. When we make Jesus King of our
minds it is much easier to make Jesus King of our
actions. We make Jesus King of our actions when we
have decisions to make and we choose the option

that would most please Jesus.” By Fr. Tommy Lane, For

JESUS IS OUR KING

~QUAS PRIMAS~

“Pope Pius XI instituted The Feast of Christ the King
in 1925 for the universal church in his encycli-
cal Quas Primas. He connected the increasing denial
of Christ as king to the rise of secularism throughout
Europe. At the time of Quas Primas, many Christians
(including Catholics) began to doubt Christ's author-
ity and existence, as well as the Church's power to
continue Christ's authority.”

~WHEN DEVOTION WANES~
“Pius XI, and the rest of the Christian world, wit-
nessed the rise of non-Christian dictatorships in Eu-
rope, and saw Catholics being taken in by these
earthly leaders. These dictators often attempted to
assert authority over the Church. Just as the Feast
of Corpus Christi was instituted when devotion to
the Eucharist was at a low point, the Feast of Christ
the King was instituted during a time when respect
for Christ and the Church was waning, when the
feast was needed most. Pius hoped the institution of
the feast would have various effects. They were:
1.That nations would see that the Church has the
right to freedom, and immunity from the state
(Quas Primas, 32).
2. That leaders and nations would see that they are
bound to give respect to Christ (Quas Primas, 31).
3. That the faithful would gain strength and courage
from the celebration of the feast, as we are reminded
that Christ must reign in our hearts, minds, wills,
and bodies (Quas Primas, 33).”

~WHOSE AUTHORITY~

“Today, the same distrust of au-
thority exists, although the prob-
lem has gotten worse. Individu-
alism has been embraced to such
an extreme, that for many, the
only authority is the individual
self. The idea of Christ as ruler is
rejected in such a strongly indi-
vidualistic system. Also, many
balk at the idea of kings and queens, believing them
to be antiquated and possibly oppressive. Some
even reject the titles of "lord" and "king" for Christ
because they believe that such titles are borrowed
from oppressive systems of government. However
true these statements might be (some kings have
been oppressive), these individuals miss the point:

Chrest the King

Christ's kingship is one of humility and service. Jesus
said: You know that those who are recognized as
rulers over the Gentiles lord it over them, and their
great ones make their authority over them felt. But it
shall not be so among you. Rather, whoever wishes
to become great among you will be your servant;
whoever wishes to be first among you will be the
slave of all. For the Son of Man did not come to be
served, but to serve, and to give his life as a ransom
for many (Mark 10:42-45, NAB).”

~THE CONCEPT OF KINGSHIP~
“Thus, Jesus knew the oppressive nature of secular
kings, and in contrast to them, he connected his role
as king to humble service, and commanded his fol-
lowers to be servants as well. In other passages of
Scripture, his kingdom is tied to his suffering and
death. While Christ is coming to judge the nations,
his teachings spell out a kingdom of justice and
judgment balanced with radical love, mercy, peace,
and forgiveness. When we celebrate Christ as King,
we are not celebrating an oppressive ruler, but one
willing to die for humanity and whose "loving-
kindness endures forever." Christ is the king that
gives us true freedom, freedom in Him. Thus we
must never forget that Christ radically redefined and
transformed the concept of kingship.

"Pio XI, y el resto del mundo cristiano, fueron testi-
gos del surgimiento de dictaduras no cristianas en
Europa, y vieron cémo los catélicos se dejaban llevar
por estos lideres terrenales.

3. 3. Que los fieles obtengan fuerza y valor de la cele-
bracién de la fiesta, ya que se nos recuerda que Cris-
to debe reinar en nuestros corazones, mentes, volun-
tades y cuerpos (Quas Primas, 33)."

~CUYA AUTORIDAD~
"Hoy existe la misma desconfianza
en la autoridad, aunque el proble-
ma se ha agravado. El individua-
lismo ha sido abrazado hasta tal
extremo, que para muchos, la Gni-
ca autoridad es el yo individual.
La idea de Cristo como gobernante
- es rechazada en un sistema tan
fuertemente individualista. Ademas, muchos recha-
zan la idea de reyes y reinas, por considerarlos anti-
cuados y posiblemente opresivos. Algunos incluso
rechazan los titulos de "sefior" y "rey" para Cristo
porque creen que tales titulos se toman prestados de
sistemas de gobierno opresivos. Por muy ciertas que
sean estas afirmaciones (algunos reyes han sido
opresivos), estos individuos no entienden nada:

Chresa the Kang

La realeza de Cristo es de humildad y servicio. Jests
dijo: Sabéis que los que son reconocidos como go-
bernantes sobre los gentiles se ensefiorean de ellos, y
sus grandes hacen sentir su autoridad sobre ellos
pero entre ustedes no sera asi. Mdas bien, el que quie-
ra hacerse grande entre vosotros serd vuestro servi-
dor; el que quiera ser el primero entre vosotros sera
el esclavo de todos. Porque el Hijo del Hombre no ha
venido a ser servido, sino a servir y a dar su vida en
rescate por muchos (Marcos 10:42-45, NAB)".

"Asi, Jestis conocia la naturaleza opresiva de los re-
yes seculares y, en contraste con ellos, relacioné su
papel de rey con el servicio humilde, y ordené a sus
seguidores que fueran también servidores.
